·A tuition rate surcharge will be applied for credit hours 
that exceed 120% of the completion requirements for 
the chosen degree program 
·Surcharge = 50% of the tuition rate 

·120 credit program = all hours that exceed 138 are excess 

·There are exceptions to the excess hours surcharge 
·Articulated accelerated credit (AP, IB, DE, CLEP, AICE)
